It does not run away 

from the storm, rather it uses the storm to its advantage. 

While the storm rages below, the eagle soars above it. 

The winning attitude to overcome despair and stress is to 

realise that adversities have opportunities inherent in 

them and opportunities do not come without  problems. 

Hence, difficulties and obstacles have a positive side to 

them as they make us grow from within. A gem gets 

polished with friction. The finest steel is produced by 

putting it in fire. Similarly, the more hardships we face, 

the stronger we become.
